What inspires you to come up with humorous
creations such as your fishbowl / birdcage hybrid?
Duplex was conceived with the idea of creating illusion
and surprise. An occasional téte-a-tte takes place when
the bird flies to the last branch of the perch to look at the
fish, which seems to be swimming in the sky. | thought that
organising a possible surprise that is beyond eur control
would keep it interesting and escape from boredom

What is the main thing you strive for in your designs?
I'm very interested in lightness, be it visual, real or just
conceptual. | am interested in doing objects in movement,
objects that remind us of something else, that take us to a
sort of dream or llusion, so that we come back to reality with
